Subject(s): 10th Grade Language Arts (World Literature)
Topic or Unit of Study (Title):  Poetry Unit
Grade Level: 10
Materials: 6-7 copies of different poems, projector and attached computer, whiteboard and markers
Summary (and Rationale):  Literary analysis is important for understanding the meaning of a text.  The elements of SOAPSTone and figurative language are important tools for literary analysis.    
I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): [10 minutes] As a class, we will define the elements of SOAPSTone (Speaker, Occasion, Audience, Purpose, Subject, and Tone) on the whiteboard and also review examples of figurative language.  What is alliteration? Simile? Metaphor? Imagery? Onomatopoeia? Rhyme? Come up with examples as a class.
II. Statement of Instructional Objective(s) and Assessments:

	When given a literary text, the student will identify SOAPSTone and at least three examples of figurative language working in the text.


	Students will work in small groups of 2-3 students.  Each group will receive a poem and identify Speaker, Occasion, Audience, Purpose, Subject, and Tone of the poem on a separate piece of paper.  They will then identify three examples of figurative language in the poem and explain their choices on the same paper as the SOAPSTone sheet, to be turned in at the end of the lesson.

Assessment: 15 minutes
III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance):  [3 minutes] To practice literary analysis we will be getting into small groups to analyze poems.  Each group will have a different poem, and therefore different answers to SOAPSTone and different examples of figurative language.  Remember to write a brief explanation of your SOAPSTone answers. 
IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): [20 minutes] Have students complete SOAPSTone and find figurative language for their poems.
V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): [5 minutes] Have each group share one of their figurative language examples with the class.
VI. Independent Practice: Students complete SOAPSTone and 3 examples of figurative language on a poem from the textbook for homework.  Answers will be reviewed as a class in the next lesson.
STANDARDS: RL.4: Determine the meaning of words and phrases as they are used in the text, including figurative and connotative meanings; analyze the cumulative impact of specific word choices on meaning and tone (e.g., how the language evokes a sense of time and place; how it sets a formal or informal tone).
Plans for Individual Differences: For students having difficulty identifying SOAPSTone, show a video of the author reading the poem (“And Still I Rise” by Maya Angelou: http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=JqOqo50LSZ0).  Hearing the author’s voice and intonations will aid students in their answers.  If students have lower level reading levels, put them with on-level or higher-level readers in their group.  That way, they can learn from the others and the others will gain a better understanding by teaching the student.  Poems can also be chosen in varying degrees of ‘difficulty’ to suit individual needs.  Another strategy would be using interest groups, or allowing students to pick which poem they analyze based on their interests.
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
